Contributions are sought for a 20- to 25-chapter volume on Secular Variation through Earth History, to be published as part of the GSA Special Paper series.  The scope of this volume will be similar to that of last year's Penrose Conference in Utah on "Secular Variation in Tectonics and Allied Fields", the announcement for which can be seen at http://www.geosociety.org/penrose/04-secularVariation.htm.  

Topics already covered by firmly committed authors include:

Papers should be global in scope and must cover long time scales, from the entire span of earth history down to a few hundred million years.  Papers can be as long as 30 published pages.  If a topic was recently covered at length, a shorter 5-10 page update and synopsis may be more suitable for this volume.  Contributors will be asked to calibrate their data to the 2004 Gradstein and Ogg time scale, and to plot results using a standardized time axis (instructions will follow).  Authors need not have attended the Penrose Conference to submit a paper.  Manuscripts and figures should be prepared using the style of the GSA Special Paper series.   Some GSA Special Papers come with a CD containing data tables or other appendices, and this may be worth considering.  

This volume promises to have high impact and a long shelf-life.  Please contact me to propose a chapter. Wanted: a co-editor.
